This letter is in reference to our recent meeting to consider 
Queen Anne's County's request for financial and technical 
assistance for the installation of a Demonstration Shore Erosion 
Control Project involving the use of the Beach Beams system at 
Terrapin Park, under the provisions of the Non-Structural Shore 
Erosion Control Law • 

The Department is supportive of the County's request to 
undertake a demonstration project on the Chesapeake Bay and intends 
to provide a grant in the amount of 75% of the fair value for the 
preparation of drawings, specifications and installation of the 
project: The demonstration project would include the use of the 
beach beams in conjunction with non-structural stqbilization 
measures along the bank and beach areas of Terrapin Park, for a 
maximum of 700 linear feet between an existing aluminum bulkhead 
and stone revetment • 

In order to issue a formal commitment to provide funding for 
this project, the following information must be furnished to the 
Depa r t ment at your earliest convenience:

The county should proceed to retain a qualified engineering 
firm who wilY undertake a site existing sit(: 
;condi tions, prepare preliminary deSign drawings and specif ications, ; .. 

;rand dt!yelop cost estirna tea for .J:ne, work·.; 
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Once the Department has reviewed the information developed, 
a formal Project Agreement will be issued for execution with the 
County. A sample copy is attached for your review, and you will 
note that the Agreement will describe the specific amount of funds, 
as well as conditions for undertaking the work. The attached 
Certificate of Ownership will also have to be completed and 
submitted with a photocopy, of the Deed and plat of the property, 
as soon as possible. 

The Department will then enter into a separate contract with 
the Council of the Maryland Eastern Shore Resource Conservation and 
Development Area which wili serve as Agent for the Department, and 
will assume responsibility for overview of the design and 
installation phases of the project, for certifying to the 
Department completion of the work according to standards and 
specifications, and for administering the State' s share of the 
funding for the project. 

As a reminder, obtaining all necessary permits will be the 
County's responsibility. Conies of the permits should be furnished 
to the Department. 

We look for·ward to working with Queen Anne' s County and the 
Resource Conservation and Development Office in undertaking this 
project.
