(Xx) 3. Construction of the proposed project shall begin only when all the
required licenses, permits, potifications of approval or letters of permission
have been obtained from the appropriate approving auvthorities.

(x) 4. A1l i1l and construction materials not used in the project shall be
removed and disposed of in a manner which will prevent their entry into waters
of this State.

(x) 5. The disturbance of the bottom of the water and sediment transport
into the adjacent waters of the State shall be minimized.

(X) 6. During the construction pericd, all persons involved in the project
shall use sanitary facilities and adhere to- sanitaryv wastewater disposal
practices and solid waste disposal practices as approved by the local health
department.

(X} 7. The applicant shall notify this Department upon transferring this
ownership or responsibility for compliance with these conditions to another
person. The new owner/operator shall request transfer of this Water Quality
Certification to his name.

() 8. Construction of the bulkhead shall be completed prior to filling
behind he bulkhead.
